 As we begin our 131st year, we want to take a moment to thank all who support our school.  The support of our parishioners, 
community members and alumni are integral to our success.  This has been especially true these last 18 months.  Saint John School 
has continued to keep the safety of our students as our priority, providing a strong faith and academic foundation at the same time.  
Our teachers have worked tirelessly to continue providing a strong Catholic school experience to all our students.  Our students have 
risen to every challenge presented to them and have continued to make us proud.  We were blessed to be in-person for most of the 
2020-2021 school year, except for the period from Thanksgiving to New Year’s, when Bishop Mark recommended remote instruction 
to minimize the spread of Covid-19 during the holidays.

While growth of one or more years is always our goal, these results 
are exceptional in a year of such uncertainty and nationwide fears about academic backsliding.
